BIOGRAPHICAL/GENEALOGICAL MATERIALS


Biographical forms, resumes, clippings, genealogical sketches, questionnaires, etc.

AUDIO/VIDEO RECORDINGS


Tapes, cassettes, reel-to-reel tapes, videocassettes

CORRESPONDENCE


Official, professional, personal, family, etc.

BUSINESS PAPERS


Journals, correspondence, etc.

DIARIES

EDUCATIONAL FILE


Report cards, class notes, diplomas, certificates, and other items relating to any school/colleges/universities attended

FINANCIAL DOCUMENTS


Accounts, account books, bills, bills of sale, checks, journals, promissory notes, receipts, tax lists, and forms. (Generally 19th century only)

LEGAL DOCUMENTS


Bonds, court summons, judgements, deeds and land records, estate papers, insurance policies, mortgages, wills, powers of attorney, marriage bonds, etc.

LITERARY PRODUCTIONS


Articles, memoirs, reminiscences, reports, research notes, sermons/sermon notes, speeches and addresses, and original manuscripts.

NOTEBOOKS

PICTORIAL MATERIALS


Photographs, prints, drawings, slides, and identified negatives.

PRINTED MATERIALS


Awards, broadsides, certificates, circulars, diplomas, flyers, invitations, programs, cards, etc.
