The “New ASU Story” is a digital exhibit that gives a 115-year overview of the growth of ASU from a Normal School to a university. The exhibit, located at http://www.asu.edu/lib/archives/asustory/, is thematically arranged into 5 categories: Academic Freedom; Campus Lives; Leadership; Community, Collaboration and Partnership; and Landmarks. Approximately 400 items, including photographs, ephemera, manuscripts, artifacts accompanied by descriptive and interpretive text, tell the story of ASU, highlighting traditional and significant events as well as the students, and the spirit of the school.  Many of the pages provide links to current information on University-affiliated web sites.

The exhibit can be navigated chronologically beginning with a scan of the original legislation in 1885 to the documentation of significant events in the year 2000. 

As a collaborative project of University Archives and Library Instruction, Systems and Technology, University Libraries it offers historical information and photographs, identifies key events in the university’s development and serves as a vehicle to deliver electronically archival images and documents pertaining to ASU history.
