The Junior League of the City of New York owns a collection of lantern slides that we would like to have appraised and then sold.  We are looking for an appraiser and or a dealer in lantern slides in the New York metropolitan area.  The collection encompasses approximately 940 slides, only about 20 of which are damaged and the rest of which are in good condition.  They portray black and white photographs and prints, color tinted photographs, color prints and illustrations, maps, stills from what appear to be films of re-dramatizations of historical events, and reproductions of works of art.  They feature a range of subject matter mostly from American history:  the history of Plymouth Colony, the Revolutionary War, locomotives, landscapes, the life and presidency of Abraham Lincoln, Civil War battles, events in Native American history, scenes from the Lewis and Clark expedition, events in the history of New York State, images and photographs of New York City, and the life and presidency of Theodore Roosevelt. 

The collection is probably not large enough to break up and sell to collectors by subject matter.  Again, we’re looking for an appraiser or a dealer in lantern slides, or other general resources in the New York City area that would give direction on how to best deaccession this lantern slide collection.  Also, would anyone know off-hand how much such a collection is worth?   Thank You!
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
