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REPORT FROM THE BUREAU OF YARDS AND DOCKS.

BUREAU OF YARDS AND DOCKS;
November 19, 1844.

SIR.: I have the honor to hand for. your information, as directed by.
your letter of the 29th of October last, estimates for the 'improvement of
the several navy-yards; for the repairs of all objects contained in them; on.'
which they may be requisite; for the support of the civil and'naval por-
tions of the establishments of the same; and for the improvement and :ret.
pairs of the hospitals and magazines. They are also accompanied by the
estimates for the ordinary of the yards, the receiving vessels, and the're-
cruiting stations.
The amount called for on the' present occasion is $2,154,383 16, being

$898,108 61 more than was called for in the last year. The, reason of
thisincrease will be apparent, when we consider the continuation of-the
dock at New York upon the original plan, the result of experience'and
economy; the large improvements contemplated at Pensacola,, and the
commencement of a new yard on the Mississippi river, from which muich
advantage is expected to be derived; and' the various additions to the
older yards, required by increased demands for accommodation; and the
increasing wants of the navy afloat.

To. place the. subject before you in a perspicuous manner, it will be,
proper to state somewhat il detail what has been done at ear.h of the.
yards, and what it is proposed to provide for in the ensuing year.
In the first place, at the Portsmouth navy-yard the sum of $32,783 16

has been expended on various objects since 1st October, 1843, up to the
same period of the present year, including the erection of quay-walls in;
the front of the yard; the removal of materials, for building a permanent
wharf in the place of one which was found to have given' way by reason
of the inequality of the' bottom on-which the superstructure was laid; for
graduating the yard, and filling it in; . and for repairs of the various edi-
fices. The sum of $44,220 6t) was. asked for the present year, and for'
the succeeding year it is proposed to ask for the sum of $66,395 '92; a
large portion of which may be usefully employed in the prosecution of a
plan by which,'when finished, it villa become of much greater utility than
it is at present. With. this sum, if appropriated, a number of conve-
niences essential to the despatch and 'economy of work, the increase of
working room, the erection of a permanent water front, with additional
wharves, and a residence 'f)r the officer second in command, may be
made. In order to' bring the surface of the yard to 'a proper level, it will
be found necessary to cut down so near 'the house occupied by' that
officer, as to render it' difficult of access, as well as unstable. It is, at best,
but an indifferent one, being of wood, and very old. It will also-be found
proper to remove a portion ofa timber-shed, and re-erect it in a more con.
venient place. By this work there will be much- roofri gained, aid much
labor saved, as it would require a strong force to haul timber and other
heavy articles to the height on which the shed now stands.

At' oston the sum of $40,143.-70 has -been expended within the year.
ending the 1st of October last. The objects accomplished by, this-. have
beeni-awall on the northwest side of the yard, one on. 'the.east of'the
mast-house, a-house for machinery and smithery, a wall on the west'side
of ship-house G, (a wharf which wm very much needed for the accommo-
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dation of vessels equipping and in ordinary,) and a number of requisite
coinveniences, and for the repairs of various buildings. There will be re-
qired, to carry on the improvements according to the plan, and to corres-
pond with the importance of the establishment, a surm of $133,819 24.
W'iththis, it is in contemplation to build one Wing of the house No. 15,
fbr the storage of provisions and various other articles, for which there is
not now sufficient accommodation; also, a cordage 'store, and a loft for
fitting rigging; a wharf on piles at the angle No. 59; to complete the
wharf between H and I; to build. one' in addition, and to fill up a por-
tion of the yard-the last of which will add much to its convenience. It,
is also desirable to have a permanent coal-house for the reception of th'e
coal-to be kept on hand for the use of steamers afloat; stables for the bet-,
ter preservation of the teams and their food; and a fund for repairs, which
annual decay makes necessary. It seems to be desirable that the above-
named improvements should be carried on with as much celerity as a due.
regard to economy and the proper seasons will warrant; as at the yards
in which there are dnrks, much more work wilt be expected to be done,
and consequently there will be a much greater accumulation of materials
and demand for their preservation.
The yard at New York cones next in order, and in importance also;

ass with the advantage which will accrue to it from the erection of a per-
nianent dock of stone, that establishment, which has heretofore been of in-,
ferior consequence on that account, xvill be put on a par, in a great meas-
ure,' in- point of' advantage and accommodation, with those at Boston and.
Norfolk. For this the sum of $81,118 was required last year; and of the
sium granted, $13,883 52 have been usefully and advantageously expend-
ed in the-repairs of buildings and a ship-house; in dredging out the chan-
nel; in a wall for the security of the-yard on the west side; in procuring;
materials for a wharf on the bank off the navy-yard; in a guard-house,
and on various other and smaller objects. It is intended to call for a sun,
in addition to the balance, on hand, of $146,500 for its further and more
rapid improvement, exclusive of a sum which will hereafter be asked for,
br the continuation of the dock. With this it is contemplated to erect a large
smithery, sufficient for the exigencies of the yard generally; a new store-
house, much wanted; to continue the wharf on the bank opposite the
yard'. (called, for the sake of distinction, a cob-wharf;) to build a perna-.
nent coal-house fbr the fuel of steamers, as at Boston; to furnish a sum
adequate to the contingency of repairs, and for one or two small objects
whish are also much wanted, as stables, a water-tank, &c., &c. It may
be prcepr to say something in explanation of the use and propriety of the
cob-wharf; and a few wvords will,. it is believed, be sufficient to produce
conviction on those points. By its er-ction, the channel on. which we
are annually dredging, to preserve a proper depth of water, will be ren-
dered so free from the deposite of mud and silt, that the above-mentioned
tedious and somewhat expensive operation may be dispensed with. We
-shall also obtain a large water-front, more thn- double that of the yard,
for the accommodation of vessels; and, in addition to this advantage,.
there will be secure places for the laying up in ordinary of three ships ofi
-the line, or a larger number of a smaller class, free from the risk of fire,.
and safe from the danger of ice. Within it also will be received all. the,
mud as it is taken from the channel; and in a short time a large space
(upwards of 23 acres). for buildings, the stowage of guns, shot,and anchors .
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with their skids, and other appropriate fixtures, -will be thus gained, with-
out the expense of an additional purchase.
At Philadelphia, the sum of $34,615 16 was asked for in the last year;

and of, the sum allowed, $7,738 84 have been expended in the prosqeu-
tion of the works begun in previous years, which consist of the extension
-of three wharves, rendered necessary by the shallowness of the water
front, from the accumulation' of the muddy collections by the downward
current of the Delaware; of the erection, in part, of a quay-wall for the
convenience of landing and embarking stores, as well as for the security
and accommodation of the vessels resorting lo it; and for the repairs
of the various edifices. The sum of $48,394 will be required for the
ensuring year, to be disposed of as follows: for the outer piers of the
wharves Nos. 2 and 3; for the wharf No. 4; for the outer pier of the
wharf of the same number; for filling in, bridging, and for the repairs of
the various buildings. The. extension of the wharves, rendered nbees-
sary by the already assigned cause, must be followed, in order to be effil-
cient, by an outer pier or wharf head to each, to prevent further accumrn-
lations of mud. When these are completed, which it is believed will, be
effected by the sunis now asked for, a confident hope is entertained that
they will remain without further expense for a long time. No estimate
has been made for officers' houses, because it is believed that the im-
provemnents proposed in the foregoing statement will absorb all that will
be appropriated, and they are at this time considered of paramount im-
portance. They have, it is believed, been twice or thrice estimated for,
and as often stricken out. When we shall have to make estimates for the
next year, it would be proper to include a portion of them, at least.
At Washington, $46,230 were called for in the last year; and of the

sum granted, $5,604 96 only have been as yet expended; but the residue
will scarcely sudlice to answer all the demands to be made on it*'previous
to the close of'the year-and that, too, with the exercise of great care and
economy. The objects to which this has been applied are-the filling in
and repairs of wharves; the increase of conveniences and appliances of
machinery to the hydraulic proving machine shop, and the anchor.
smithery and forges; with the requisite repairs, which are annually re-
quired in a greater or less degree. It is proposed to call for an amount
of $55,094 for further improvements in this yaid, by which its ability to
provide all articles of iron and metal, particularly chain cables, anchors,
water tanks, galleys, and castings, will be much, increased. As 'such.
work has been, for a long time carried on and well executed here, it is
desirable that there should be means provided for its extension, and on a
much larger scale than' hitherto, and that the improvements should be
mainly directed to that object. Its situation at the head of tide-water,
and its contiguity to the coal and iron districts, seem to point it out as
peculiarly applicable to all the purposes of manufacturing for the use of
the navy exclusively. With these remarks, 1 shall finish this brief state-
ment by recapitulating the items to which the appropriation is to be ap-
plied.. 'They are as follows: for filling up a portion of the timber dock,
(gaining thereby room and health ;) completing the laboratory buildings,
for which a very small sum only was last year provided; for further im-
provements iin the machine, camboose, and chain-cable shops, in the
anchor forges, tilt-hammers and proving-machine shops, and for the re-
pairs of buildings.
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-AtNorfolk, the sum of $124;680 was called for by the estimates of the

last year. Of what was granted, and balances- of appropri'ation-for previo,
years, a. suin of $20,437 4ti only has been expended, in -consequence of
the small aggregate amount of those two funds. If the means had been
at haud, much thore might have, judiciously and usefuilly-been expended-
in -that large establishment, capable of being inade to afflird such facilities,--
and in -a climate where work is rarely suspended by the severity of cold.
It is proposed to ask for-this year the stimn of $116,981. 78, to be applied
to the following objects: for the completion of a building and launching:
slip, which was made- to answer temporarily 1or the Janmestown sloop
of war; for the extension of the quay-walls in front, to the north side of
the timber ddck; for the completion of the- timber dock; for finishing
store-house No. 16 ; for the erection of another and a timrber-shed jointly;
for the completion of the bridge. across the timber dock; for a permanent
coal-house, as at Boston and New York; and for repairs generally. The
first item it is very desirable to complete, as such an improvement is much
wanted, and its permanent erection, vwhilst it insures security *to the
fessel-which. may occupy it, will be strictly consonant with sound econ-
omy;. for each building is designed, as it should be in each yard, to -be-of
the most durable construction. The second item is also of great conse.
quence, as it is the continuation of a work long since begun, and on which
1uclh progress has been made, but which has been retarded for the want
of means. To carry it out to the timber dock will afrord increased ac-
commodation, and add greatly to the convenience of the yard, by insuring
a quick removal of the deposite brought down by the ebb tide. The
third is an item of similar import, as it is to Iform a part of the walls by
its connexion with it. If this could be effected, we should have a vast
basin for the immersion of timber, wherein it might be seasoned, and at
the-same time stoved away; thus producing -two good results-the prep.
aration of timber for construction,.and a saving in timber sheds. Many
more- of these must be provided than were originally contemplated, if this
work is not finished. The fourth item, No. 16, was begun two years
ago, but has not been finished, as we have not had funds sufficient for
the purpose. It is very desirable to have this building completed, and
also to have No. 13, of a similar character, built; as, for the wvant of them,
a very large quantity of that valuable timber, live oak, is now tinder tem-
porary coverings but little better than sheds, exposed to fire and-to storms,
and yet these are the best that can -now be afforded. The bridge; (sixth
itein)>across the timber dock is now in progress, and a small additional
sum will enable us to complete that by the middle of the ensuing spring.
The connexion between the two portions of the yard, now interrupted by
water, will be th;,Xt re-established, and additional security against fire be
thus afforded to all sections, whilst the facility of communication will be
the-means of economy and despatch. The seventh item, a coal-house; is
also requisite for the stowage of coal for navy steamers; for at this yard, as
-well as at Boston, New York, and Pensacola, large deposites of that article
are contemplated as a measure of prudence and expediency. The last
item: is of import similar to that which is 'last enumerated at the-other-
yards-viz: repairs; and of an importance proportionate to the number -df
objects by which it may be shared.
At Pensacola, the sum of $166,708 was granted at the last-session-of

Congress for the commencement of works of importance, and-for the -puri
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ose'of gradtitally enabling that establishment to afford repairs-and sup.
plestthoevessels standing in need of them, and to place it, as rapidly ais
circumstances will permit, in a situation to become the secure resource of
the navy in that quarter. Contracts have been entered' into for the sup-
ply of materials of -all the qualities necessary 'to prosecute the intended
objects. 'A, plan of the yard has been prepared and approved; and, as
soon as materials can be procured in a sufficient quantity, the works' will
be commenced, and the yard have an 'organization corresponding with
that of the others, by the employment of additional master 'mechanics,
with the6 necessary workmen and laborers. The commission appointed
by you will, in a short time, it is expected, be able to report upon the
best plan of a dock for that place; and the civil engineer of the navy will
be at hand to b~ty down the works" conformably to their plans, and to di-
rect the mode of procedure under them. It has been deemed proper to
propose for a sum sufficient to -complete the permanent wvharf; the ship-
house-and slip, the store-house and the timiber-shed, for which appro-
priations were made, in part, in June last; and to ask for a further sum
for the~erection of four houses, which are almost indispensable for the
officers; as that yard, at a distance from town and city, affords none of
those conveniences to be found in. the vicinity of those' to the north. A
permanent coal-house for the sea-steamiers' coal, and a provision for the
necessary repairs, complete the estimates for this Jyard. The whole sum
is $171 ,438 45.

For the navy-yard at Memphis, the sum of $487,000 is estimated as
a commencement of improvements, to be expended in the en.;,ankments,
graduation, excavation, and walling, to secure the river fronts, (of which
there are several, the Wolf river rutning through the site, and render-
ing much of that kind of work expedient,) for six dwelling-houses, and
for the foundation of a rope-walk. A plan of this yard has been made
with great care, and accompanies this report. On it the boundaries are
clearly laid down, and its face and general character shown; and an t;xanni-
nation, even, cursorily, will show that great labor, involving considerable
expense, must be incurred to render it advantageous. Its-natural situa.
tion, with the resources at hand, by means of its extensive intercourse
with nearly all the producing States, will then enable it speedily to attain
a degree of usefulness commensurate with the outlay, and gratifying to
its projectors. In a short time it wvill'be necessary to give all organization
to this yard, by the appointment of officers, both naval and civil, and the
preparation for the employment of mechanics, laborers, &c., &c.
At Sackett's Harbor, in. the State of Neew York, a very small appropria-

tion will be required far the preservation of the embankment of a portion
Of"Navy point, on which are stowed a number of gulls and shot,' and for
making covers or sheds for their protection from the weather. For this,
the sum of $600 will be amtiple. The ground, of wVhmich this poiht forms
a part, has been rented by the department for many years; and on it are
a ship-of-the-line in frame, and a ship-house to protect her. 'T'he first
was commenced previous to the treaty of peace of 1814,.when it was
supposedbve should have a further contest for the master of lake On-
tUrio; and the latter was built after the peace, to preserve her. Another
ship-of the-line was also under construction at the same time; but, beingleft without a cover, soon began to rot, and was disposed of. The ship-house stands in need of some repairs; and it may become a question of
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some consequence to determine if it be necessary to go to the expense of'
its repair; also to continue to rent the premises, to purchase them, or to ire
linquish then altogether. The introduction of steamers into active warfare,
the celerity of. their movements, and the preference awarded to them for
their various advantages on the lakes, would seem to preclude the idea
of. having another fleet of sailing vessels, if ever an occasion for its use
should occur.
Having laid before you a detail of the various wants of the several

yards, 1 conclude by offering, as stated in the first part of tlils report, an
item of $150,000 for the permanent stone dock at JNew York, which, with
the balance of the appropriation f the last year, of $119,100, will be suf.
ficient to meet the demands. It has been commenced under the direction
of W. G. McNeill, esq.; and there are now a considerable number of per-
sons employed on it. So rapid a progress as is desirable cannot, at this
season of the year. be made; but, on the return of mild weather and longer
days, it will be advanced with all the celerity which a proper regard for
durability will insure.

Accompanying the estimates from this bureau, are submitted those for
the several hospitals and the asylum, (marked Y. & D. No. 6,) which have
been carefully examined by the Chief of the Bureau of Medicine and Sur-
gery, and have been deemed very important by him.

BUREAU OF CONSTRUCTION, EQUIPMENT, AND REPAIR,
November 11, 1844.

SIR: I have the honor to transmit, herewith, estimates for the amounts
which will probably be required for objects under the direction of this bu.
.reau for the fiscal year ending 30th June, 1846; and reports of the vessels
which were in comniissioii, upon the stocks or building, or in ordinary,
on the 1st instant.

Since the-last annual report front this bureau, the sloops. of-war James.
town and St. Mary's, and the new steamer Michigan, have been launched.
The Michigan has been fully completed, and has made an experimental
trip. The sloops of war are being equipped, and will probably-be ready
for sea before the close of the present year.
The iron steamer at Pittsburg, and the small iron steamer at Washing.

ton, which are being built after plans, and under the immediate direction
and superintendence of Lieutenant Wm. W. Hunter, are in progress.
The vessel commenced for a medium steamer at Norfolk is in course of

completion as a sailing store-ship.
The necessary repairs, equipment, or refitting, have been given to the

frigates Cumberland, Raritan, Potomac, and Constitution; the sloops-of.
war Plymouth, Portsmouth, Marion, Yorktown, and Ontario; the brigs
Perry, Soimers,Truxtuu, Bainbr'idge,Lawrence, and Oregon; the schooners
Flirt, Wave, Phoenix, and On-ka-hy-e; and to the steamers Union and Col-
*onel Harney.
The sudden but necessary suspension of labor upon the frigate St. Law-

rence, and sloops-of-war Albany and Germantown, in the autumn of 1843,
left the two former exposed to premature decay, and the latter to injury
from other causes. The general estimate includes the amount supposed.
to be necessary to complete these vessels. The bureau has no official in-
formation of the progress made in the construction of the iron steamer by
Mr. Robert L. Stevens, under his contract with the Secretary of the Navy,
-authorized by the act of Congress of 31st August, 1842. The additional
amount which will probably be required under that contract, when it shall
be completed, is embraced in the special estimate submitted for cozisider-
*ation.
The frigate Hudson, the store-brig Consort, and the schooner Enter-

prise, after being regularly and carefully surveyed, have been sold at pub-
tic auction.
Many outstanding uncompleted contracts have been closed and finally

settled by your decisions, under the authority of the act of Congress of
17th June, 1844.-
The existing liabilities under specfifc contracts for materials to-be de-:

livered hereafter, were about $235,000 on the Ist instant.
About $50,000 will be required, in addition to the sum appropriated, for

'the iron steamer at Pittsburg, which has been included in the general
estimate.
The general estimate, un(ler the head of " increase, repair, armament,

;and equipment of the navy," also includes the amount necessary for the
purchase of hemp, and for fuel for steam-vessels, during the fiscal year.

As there are-now four covered building slips unoccupied, the expedi-
Xvncy of commencing a frigate to be called the Guerriere, and of building
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and equipping a brig to replace the Enterprise, is respectfully submitted
for consideration. The amounts necessary for these purposes are submit-
*ted in the special estimate, marked E.

Experience has demonstrated the inability of the clerks allowed by lav
to this bureau to properly perform the duties which have been assigned to
it. To provide in some degree for this deficiency, a proposition is sub-
mitted in connexion with the estimate for the expenses of the bureau. An
increase is proposed in the compensation for two clerks who are charged
with the preparation of contracts, and with the examination of the store-
keepers' returns; duties which are evidently more important than those of
recording or copying clerks, but which at present receive no greater corn-
pensation.

$570,000, at least, would be required to commence and get into operation
the system for clothing the seamen of the navy, made necessary by the
act of Congress of August 26, 1842.

pose, of $380,000, was made; and at the 1st session of the 28th Congress
a further appropriation of $130,000 was made; making, in the aggregate,
the sun of $510,000, or $60,000 less than the first estimate.
When the last appropriation was made, it was hoped that the returns for

clothing taken in ships going to distant stations, and that sent to distant
depots for their use, would be received in such time, and to such amount,
as to make application for a further appropriation under this head unne-
cessary. This, however, has not been the case; and the liabilities of the
bureau at this time so much exceed the sum on hand, that it will require
at least the $60,000 (still wvanting to make the appropriation for clothing
equal to the original estimate) to free its operations from embarrassment.

It is to be observed, in connexiorvwith this subject, that at the time of
the change in the mnanner of furliishing the navy with clothing, there was
on hand a large quantity of that article purchased under the appropria-
tions for "d pay, &c.," the returns for which accrue, as they come in, to the
treasury. Tiis is one cause of embarrassment to tile bureau, making the
returns for clothing purchased under the two appropriations above named
so slow and so uncertain, that the question (one of great doubt at first)
whether the original estimate of $570,000 will be sufficient for the full
and efficient operation of the system, must continue doubtful fir some
time yet; and when it is considered that this appropriation does not in-
volve an expenditure of money, but is a loan in the shape of an advance
to the seaman, to be returned with an addition of 10 per cent., it is be-
lieved that there can be no objection, an'd it would greatly facilitate the
operations of the bureau to make the appropriation now asked for.

With economy, it is believed that the balance on hand will be found
sufficient to meet whatever demands may be made on it during the pres-
ent fiscal year.
The estimated expenses for the support of the Bureau of Medicine

and Surgery for the year commencing July 1st, 1845, are $7,470. (See
table A.)
The estimated expenses for surgeons' necessaries and appliances for the

naval service, including the marine corps, for the fiscal year commencing
as above, $37,300. (See table B.)
The appropriation thus required is to defray the expense of the surgical

department of vessels afloat, of navy yards, and marine corps. The naval
asylum, and the several hospitals, derive their support entirely from the
hospital fund.
This fund, on the Ist of November, 1844, amounted to two hundred

and thirty thousand five hundred and thirty-four dollars and fourteen
cents. ($230,534 14.)

If the hospital fund is properly niatiaged, and the sum already accumu-
Iated placed at interest, it will prove to be sufficient, when added to the
yearly income, to support not only the pensioners at the naval aasylum,
litall the great hospitals at the several important naval stations.
The hospital establishments, however, are still incomplete. For the

protection of the hospital grounds, and the security of the inmates, sub-
stantial walls should be erected, and such other improvements made as
are essential to the comforts and efficiency of these institutions.
To defray the expenses of such improvements out of the hospital fund,

would entirely exhaust it, and thus cripple its resources. I would, there-
fore, respectfully submit to your consideration the propriety of asking from
Congress an appropriation for these objects.

I beg leave to respectfully state that the present force of assistant sur-
geons, which has been limited in number by Congress, is entirely inade-
quate to supply the wants of the service. The uumber of assistant sur-

the mode of procuring cannon andpowder for the navy.

BUREAU Op ORDNANCE AND TYDOG<RAPHZ,
November 21, 1844.

SIa: I bave,the honor to inform you that the proviso in the act making
appropriations for the naval service for the year ending .30th June, 184,.
which requires that all materials for the navy be furnished by contract,
operates greatly to the prejudice of this bureau, and to the public interest;
and does not sufficiently guard the interests of the United States, or provide
for the security of our ships and seamen.

Efforts to procure good cannon and powder under this proviso, which
forces the acceptance of the lowest bidder, be he ajobber in contracts or a
bonafide manufacturer of the article bid for, have resulted in frequent and
inconvenient disappointments.
The contract for cannon dated December, 1842,-failed on the part of the

contractor, by the bursting and rejection of the guns delivered for proof:
another contract, for the same guns, dated MAth August, 1843, failed, in
consequence~of.the inability of the contractor to comply with his engage-
ments.
On the 20th August last, the same guns were awarded to the 6owest

bidder, who thereupon, refused to comply with his own bid; and, after a
delay of nearly two years, have been let now (for the fourth time) to a re-
sponsible person, who, it is believed, will complete a delivery of the guns
in June, 1845, which were to have been delivered by, the Ist of Decem-
ber, 1843.
The lowest bidder for the supply of powder did not appear when the

contract was declared, (j2th November, 1843;) nor the next; and 'again
the third; and, when let to the fourth, (who was the first responsible
contractor who came forward,) nearly the whole contract failed from the
bad quality of the powder delivered; and at a late period, under absolute
necessity, the bureau had to go into the market and procure the supply.

It is my conviction that so important a matter as the supply of. cannon
and powder for the naval service should not be suffered to depend so much
upon the ability of a contractor to -meet the forfeit of uon-compliance, as
upon the known ability of the bidder to furnish a good article; to secure
which advantage to the country, I would respectfully recommend, with
great earnestness, that, so far as ordnance and ammunition for the navy are
affected by the proviso above referred to, it be so modified as to exempt
them from its action.

NAVY DEPARTMENT-
Bureau-of Medicine and Surgery, November 1l94I8Ai1.

SIR lherewith report to you the number of maniacs now confi4d inthe several United States naval hospitals: 'the total number is 12.
The treatment of the insane in these establishments has not been suc-

cessful. This arises from the want of suitable accommodations, and proper
arrangements to classify and control them.

It is found, besides, that the noise and disturbance which lunatics fre-
quently make, exercise an unfriendly influence on the minds and diseases
of other patients. For this reason aldne, it would be an act-of !humanity
to make some other provision for their accommodation and treattneut;

1 would therefore respectfully recommend that these unfortunate-patients
should be removed from the naval. hospitals, and provided for in establish.
merits where they can be rendered more comfortable, and their disease be
more successfully managed, at but a very slightly increased expense to the
government.

NAVAL MEDICAL BOARD,

Philadelphia.
SiR: In compliance with your request, we have taken into considera-

tion the subject of a relative rank for the inedical corps of the navy. 'Ia
venturing upon this task, we are not insensible to thedifficulties which sur-
round it, nor regardless of the responsibility assumed in its performance.
A-distrust in our own ability to effect any result which shall be acceptable
to all, may well be felt, when the discrepancies of the best opinions on the;
subject are known to exist. With a proper zeal, and, we hope, a just view
-of the case, it is believed that an approach to what is right may be found
in the manuscript that accompanies this communication. It is thought un.
necessary to repeat here the clear, and, it seems to us, unanswerable rea-
sons, so often presented to the department for the adoption of some rule by
which the dignity and respectability of our corps may be defined and sus-
tained by investing it with rank; its standing and consequence, in a meas-
ure, depend upon it; while, at the same time, it would only confer a share
of that high privilege it is the pride of our profession to possess in its.
Civil relations. A military body, witllout a distinct and clearly-marke&
crank amongst alt its constituents, is an anomaly in terms; yet such has
been, and is, precisely the position the medical men of the navy now
occupy, in total disregard, as it were, of the wvholesome lessons, drawn.
from our land service, in which the medical officer is placed on: his proper
platform.

It will be observed that, in designating rank, we have also assigned to it
it appropriate quarters. It was thought expedient to do so, because it has
been found, by experience, that nothing is a greater source of collision and
dissatisfaction than the uncertainty or arbitrary arrangement of accommo-
dotions on shipboard; by making such arrangements a fixed and settled
pomin, all unpleasantness will be removed. It is not deemed necessary to
offer auly analysis of the suggestions in the document enclosed; they are
to speak for themselves; they are simple and clear;, and therefore, we.
trust, need no argument to insure for them a favorable consideration. As
itis well understood that the army medical code instituting rank and quart
ters was carried into effect and exists by executive authority alone, inde-
pendent of legislation, it is merely suggested whether a direct appeal to
the President, through the honore'ie Secretary of the Navy, would hot
obtain at once all we ask for at the hands of our commander-in-chief.
You will. remark, in the body of the enclosed paper, that no allusion

to the establishment of rank for the "1 chief of the bureau" has been made;
considering it, as we did, a matter involving some delicacy, and, therefore,
leaving it untouched.

Unexpected difficulties have occurred in procuring a title. It has been
necessary to compromise adverse interests, and reconcile conflicting claims.
This has been accomplished by the mayor and aldermen, and their proceed-
ings approved at a public meeting of the citizens.
A deed is transmitted herewith, such as will be executed to the govern-

ment, if approved by the President, to the entire site selected for a navy.
yard and depot. An abstract of title accompanies it, showing in what man-
ner the rights to the different lots embraced in it have been, or are to be, ob-
tained by the authorities of Memphis. A plan is also annexed, in which
those lots to which the titles are not yet complete are marked by shading.
Civic jurisdiction is ceded by the deed ; State jurisdiction cannot be ou-
taimed before the meeting of the legislature in October, 1845. We addressed
a Letter to the governor of the State on the subject, on the 30th ultimo; but
no answer has been received, and we are i!-frnmed he is too unwell at pres-
ent to attend to business. Should he send his opinion, as asked, it will be
transmitted to the Navy Department.

1.. Title.-Copy of deed, and abstract of title, are forwarded herewith.
2. Right of way.-A right to the use of the public highways is secured

by the deed.
With regard to the right of way for a canal from Wolf river, the city au.

thorities would prefer cutting this canal for the benefit of the city, and sup-
plying the navy-yard with the water-power it may require, according to
their proposition made to the Navy Department November 9th, 1843.
Should this proposition not be acceptable to the government, they are ready.
to cede the right of way, and would be glad to make an arrangement by
which the surplus water of the canal could be h .d for the use of the city,
at a fair remuneration.
A recent examination shows that the fall of water by this canal was

greatly overrated in the reportof Colcnel Morrison, transmitted to the de-
partment May 4th, 1843. The fall is now ascertained, by the same engi-
neer, to be about 18 feet; and the cost of construction estimated at above
$1o0,u00.

3. Jurisdiction.-The city jurisdiction is ceded by the deed of convey-
ance. A cession of State jurisdiction connot be had till the meeting of the
State legislature in October, 1845.

4. Buildings.-The number and dimensions of the various buildings,
with their respective situations, is exhibited on the plan of the yard which
is presented herewith. We recommend that the foundation walls be of
stone, based on platforms of timber, or piles, as the superintending architect
may deem most advisable. The superstructures to be of brick, the roofs of
slate or metal. The dwellings to be two stories high, with piazzas and
kitchen attached, and a cellar under the main building. The outside of the
houses to be plastered, or covered with cement; a cistern for rain-water to
ibe placed ir. each yard.
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* . Building slips witk6covers.-The number of building slips with covers

marked on the plan is two, both on the south side of Wolf river.
6. Building slips without covers.-Four slips without covers are marked.

on the north side of Wolf; but it will be seen, by the peculiar formation and
slope of the river bank,.that, in case of emergency, more than that number
of vessels might be constructed at the same time; the whole being an in-
clined plane, on, which launching ways may be laid, leaving only interval
enough for working.

7. Wharves.-Permanent wharves, as usually constructed, would be un-
suitable, and exceedingly difficult to build with security. We would rec-
ommend floating wharves of about 120 feet in length, and a proportionate
width and depth, which could always be interposed between the slips and
the slope of the levee.

8. Enclosure.-A brick wall with stone foundation, of the height and
thickness of that which encloses the Pensacola yard, would be suitable for
this.

9. Front or wvaler-line.-The most permanent mode of constructing the
front or water line will be the following: First, there should be a row of
round piles driven along the line of low-water mark; these should be close
together, and of a lengtli sufficient to reach firm bottom; within this line
another line of round piles, parallel to the first, 2 feet from centre to centre,
in the row, and the centre of the row 2 feet from the centre of the outside
piles; a line of sheet-piling should then be driven 1 foot within the round
piles, and extending around the water front; the piles are then to be cut off
at the lowest stage of the river, and the space between them filled with strong
concrete, carefully rammed. The surface of the earth is then to be graded
from the sheet-piling back to the line of high water, making it 18 inches
below the top of the sheet.piling, arid falling back with the slope of the
levee. This being done, a bed of concrete, 12 inches thick, is to be spread
over the whole surface, and upon that is to be laid a course of stone flag-
ging, from 6 to 8 inches thick.
The piles around the front will protect the bank from washing away, and

the concrete will render the pavement firm and substantial, and prevent the
earth from being washed away beneath it. This being a work of the very
highest importance, on which the safety of the whole yard may at some
day depend, we strongly recommend that the superintendence of it be in-
trusted to none but an engineer of known abilities and fidelity.

10. Classifications of works.-Firstcl ass works-securing the water-line
of the yard on the south side of Wolf river; grading; securing the bluff
by a parapet wall and glacis, and filling up the site; erecting buildings
marked on the plan, A, B. C, 1), E, F, G, I, K, L, M, N, 0, P.

11. Graduation of the yard.-Sewers will be unnecessary, except tinder
the privies, marked 1, 1. TLthe yard to be graded, so that the surface drains
'Will carry the water to the Wolf or Mississippi rivers.

12. Establishment of unit/rm height.-Three feet on the front line of
the levee above the highest water known here, will be amply sufficient to

SIRE: Having some time since been desired to undertake a series of ex-

periments on the relative' strength of iron received from different manimfac.
tories,_ and employed: in making chain cables for the naval service, I w&uld
at this time respectfully state that considerable progress has already been
wade in ~those trials. 'Thed- hydraulic proving-machine, which FIwas-par.
ticularly desired to have constructed for the.purpose 6f testing iron, whether

-in. bari, bolts, or chains, art as well at ordinary temperatures, as at those
higher degrees of heat'which are; necessary in the process of thermotension,
was moie'than a year'since completed. That process has, been applied t¢
iron in bolts and bars, giving results, as seen in the accompanying':paper,
(No. 1,) entirely in accordance, with what hadl been previously ascertained
respecting its influence. 'In the results there detailed, I trust the department
'may find evidence sufficientt to justify the representations made in the ac-
i6conpanyi'ng copy (No. 2) of a letter addressed to the late Board of, Nary
Commissioners; and, furthermore, that the proposals therein contained may
now meet the acceptance of the department.

I have stated that considerable progress -has beeii made in testing'differ-
ent'sorts of iron. The experiments were brought to,,:a temporary suspeh-
'sion for want, as was understood, of appropriations necessary for their
prosectition. This being a subject of vital and growing'importanc6 to the
navy, I would respectfully suggest that the department ought to be inpos-
session of the means: for a full development of all the questions growing out
of this research upon American iron.

SIR: It was understood. to be the intention of the department, in con.
structing the new proving-machine with apparatus suitable for the 'applica-
tion of thermotension to chain cables, to procure full and satisfactory evi-
dence of the value of 'that process' when applied to iron of the usual sizes
employed in making chains, and also to chains, themselves. With this
view, in part, I understood that the samples of iron for trial were ordered by
the late Secretary of the. Navy; and, to carry out this object, I have, while
testing the' different samples of iron received at the yard, applied to a num-
ber of them the principle of thermotension, but, as yet, it has been done only
in the' bar form. The results, as far as I have gone, fully sustain the state-
ments made by me to the department, in a communication 'to the late Board
of Navy Commissioners, under date of Jine 23,1841, in' which I represent-
ed that 'the 'results of' numerous trials on1 various kinds bf iron had mani-
fested a meaniiincrease'-of' tenacity' and length combined, amounting toW20
per cent., You will perceive how far that statement haslbeen verified, by
the following experiments made with the new machine;
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1. A round rod of Tredegar iron (No. 1) was put into the new machine,
and strained until it broke at a temperature of about 750. A space-of4
feet' in length was measured off before straining the bar, and its diameter
was ascertained to be 1.562 inch, or its area of cross section was 1.9153
square inch. The breaking weight was 60 toils, as meastired by the safety.
valve of the hydraulic machine. After fracture. the elongation of the space
between the 4-feet marks was found to be *94- inches, or-19.27 per cent. of
the original lencrth; and the strength per square inch, without deducting
the friction of the machine, 31.32 tons.

Having thus ascertained the strength of this iron when cold, I took an-
other bar of the same iron, of the same size; and having marked off, as be.
fore, a space of 4 feet. put it into the machine, and, before applying strain,
heated it to 3060 Fahrenheit, at which temperature I applied the same force
which had broken the first bar. This strain was then relieved, and the bar
suffered to cool. It was found to have been elongated 3j inches, or 6.51
per cent. A force of 71.4 tons was afterwards required to break the bar,.
showing an increase of 19 per cent. over the original strength of the bar
when cold. This added to the gain of length, (6.51 per cent.,) shows an
increase of 25.51 per cent. on the practical value of the same weight of
iron.

2. To verify the above result, I took one of the pieces of the bar first
broken with 60 tons, as above stated, and, having put it into the machine,
applied a temperature of 3500; then applied a strain-of 60 tons; after which,
the bar was relieved ard cooled. It was then broken with 72 tons, or it
had gained in strength by the treatment exactly 20 per cent.; and admit-
ting that it would have gained, if originally treated by thermotension, only
6.51 per-cent. of length, we have an increase of useful efficiency of 26.51
per cent.

3. A square bar of Tredegar iron, 1.3 inch on a side, was broken cold
with a force of 60 tons, and was elongrated S.1 inches in 4 feet. Another
bar, of the same form and size, was heated to 3300, and then strained with
a force of 58 tons, by which it was elongated 31 inches, or it gained 6.77
per cent. of length. It was afterwards broken with a force of 67.2 tons:
gain of strength 12 per cent. Total gpain, 18.77 per cent.

4. A sample of Tredegar round iron, (No. 3,) 6 feet long and 1.5, inch in
diameter, was cut in two equal parts. One of these, after having marked off
a space of 19 inches, was broken cold with a force of 5S tons. The space of
19 inches was found, after fracture, to be 22.35 inches in length ; elongation
3.35 inches, or 17.63 per cent. The other half of the same bar was then
put into the machine, and treated to 4000, when a force of 58 tons was ap-
plied, elongating the space of 19 inches exactly 1 inch, and leaving the
bar of very uniiform diameter throughout. The gain of length is here 5.263
,per cent. After relieving and cooling off. the bar Was broken with 68.4
tons. Gain of strength 17.931 per cent., and-total gain of value 23.194 per
cent. Captain Aulick witnessed this experiment, both in the hot and cold
states of the iron.

5. A bar of Ames's Salisbury round iron, swedgdd, (not rolled,) 6 feet
long, and varying from 2.18 to 2.14 inches in diameter, was cut into two
pqt!alfparts. 'lThe part having a diameter of 2.18 inches broke with a force
of 109.8 tons, elongating hi space of 15 inches to 16.85'inches, or gaining
in length 12.34 per cent. The other part, being 2.14 inches in diameter,
was then put into the machine, after measuring off 19 inches, and heated
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to 400°09 ; when a force of 110 tons was applied, elongating the above space
0.7.1 inc.h, or 3.73 per cent. The same bar, when afterwards cooled,.took
121 tons to break it. In computing. the gain of strength in this case, it is
necessary to take account of the difference in size of the two.bars. The
areas of cross section are to each other- as 4.75 to 4.58. Consequently,
the strength in the cold state of the smaller bar is to be taken as 105.87
tons; which deducted from 121, leaves 15.13 tons gain, or 14.29 per cent.
To this adding 3.73 per cent., we have a total gain of 18.02 per cent.
-Bringing together into a tabular form the above results, we have the fol-

lowing synopsis:

It will be observed that in these experiments the temperature has, with a
view to economy. of time, been limited to 40f0; whereas the best effects
of the process have generally been obtained heretofore when the heat has
been as high as 575°. We still see, however, that the mean gain of value
is one-eighth more than what I had formerly stated (20 per cent.) as the
effect which I could, in general, undertake to produce by this process.

I now desire to have samples of chain of a few links each, prepared in
such forms as may be required for testing, conclusively, the applicability of
this process to chain cables; and I would suggest that the simple iron
already obtained be used in making such samples of chain. Several ques-
tiomis may arise in the course of the trials, which may render repetitions de-
sirable; in which case, more than one sample of each kind -6FliRomaybe
necessary.

GENTLEMEN: Having, on the 21st instant: exhibited and explained to yout

the nature of my improvement in the manufacture of chain cables-having
submitted some of the evidences of the amount of increase in strength
of iron treated by the process of thermotension, stated the elongation
which it undergoes, and expressed my views of the importance of the sub.
ject to the naval service of the country, I take this opportunity to tender
my acknowledgments to yourselves, and, through you, to the honorable
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theeSecretary;of the N&vy, for the prompt and earnest attention with which,
both in the official and the professional quarters of the Navy Department,
the subject has been received and examined.

This reception is but one among many indications, to my mind,;that the
arm.of our national defence, which-has heretofore won so many trophies,
will not be allowed hereafter to languish for the want of any of thoseap.
pliances and means by which other maritime powers. are seeking to add to
the efficiency of their respective navies.

In order to enable you to judge of the facility with which the process in
question could be applied, even with the proving machinery now in use
at the Washington navy-yard, I took occasion to exhibit the drawings at-
tached to my specifications, and to leave a copy of the letter for the use of
the board. That you may be in full possession of the evidence on this sub.
ject, I herewith forward a copy of the report on the strength of materials
for steam-boilers, made a few years since, by request of the Treasury De.
apartment, with marks and references to facilitate comparisons. I also ac-
company it by a table, embracing the important facts observed, and results
deduced from the extensive series of experiments which I then made, in
relation to the subject of tenacity.
The value, for useful purposes, added to a bar of iron Ly the process of

thermotension, when the increase of both length and tenacity is taken into
view, may be safely set down at 20 per cent. of its original value, It some.
times exceeds 30 per cent.
On a single cable 100 fathoms long, made of iron 2C- inches in diameter,

weighingg about 15 tons, and adapted to a line-of battle ship, the gaiii, in
true commercial value, would not probably fall short of $600. Another
fact worthy of notice is, that, in the ordinary process of proving chain.
,cables, we cannot be certain that, if one link has been broken ont in the
trial, others may not have been brought so near to breaking as to be just
ready to give way under a slight augmentation of.strain; whereas, in the
use of thermotension. we may rest assured that, if a given strain has been
borne while the chain was heated to the prescribed temperature, a much
greater strain can always be sustained when the chair. becomes cold.
The large experience in naval affairs enjoyed by the gentlemen whom

I have the honor to address, renders it altogether superfluous for me to
multiply proofs of the interest or importance of an unfailing ground tackle.
The proposal which 'I have to submit, is for an arrangement with the de-
partment to make use of rny improvement on terms mutually advantageous
and satisfactory. The compensation for such use, I would propose to be
$10,000, and the extension of the application to be to all the chain-cables
used.in the navy, and to all other articles required in the naval service, to
which the process of tliermntension can be advantageously applied.
The sutm above named would, I conceive, in case of a single national

vessel being saved fromn loss, by ineans of using the improvement, consti-
tute but a very moderate rate of insurance on the value of a second-class
frigate, a steam frigate, or even of a sloop-of-war-to say nothing of larger
frigates and ships-of-the-line.

It seems not improbable that the ill-fated Hornet, and her long-lamented'
officers and crew, may have owed their fiate to the want of stronger cables;
but, however that may have been, how often would the government--nay,
how often wnuld bereaved individuals-have rejoiced to pay the surn above
named, could such payment have assured the safe .ieturn ot that unifor-
tumate ship! Should any. other proposition be more in accordance widh
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-the viewsof sthe department thaq tt4.e one abrve stated, I shall be glad to
entertain and consider it. In th1e mean tme, allow me to subscribe myself

postpone the examination of several 'questions of much practical importance,.
.in relation to the samples of coal which had been under consideration. I
also stated' that the general examinations of American coals could by no
means be regarded as complete.
The numerous and extensive coal-fields of the United' States, especially'

those of the Wes't,`are nearly untouched in the researches hitherto made;-
nearly all the samples having come from districts east of the Alleghany
mountains.

In view of these facts,.I %vould respectfully ask y6ur attention to the pro-
priety of. soliciting an appropriationsn adequate to. prosecute and complete the
investigation of this important siibject.-

I would suggest that the sum of $15,0!0 oiught to be at the control of the
department. for this object-including tie- expenses of apparatus, procuring
coals, prosecuting experiments, arid preparing reports.
