PRISON, IN ENGLAND, FOR A PENSION.

COMMUNICATED TO THlE 1101TOE OF REPRESENTATIVES DECEMB1ER 21, 1829.
Mr. UiprlE, from the committee onl Naval Affair9, to whorm the petition of Abigail Appleton was referred,reporte(1:

That, it appears, by tile evidence before tile committee, that the niemorialist is tile widow of Daniel
Appleton, late of Ipswich, ill tile State of Massachusetts; that her lute lllsblindl was a seaman onI board
the United States sloop Frolic, which sailed from Boston o01 the 18th of February, 1814, under Captain
Bainbridge, and was taken prisoner, carried into Halifax, and tlhenlle to England, and committed to theDartimtoor prison, where lie wv'as taken with tile small-pox, of which lie (lied oll the 4th of January, 1815.

The l)etitioner represcllts that she made application to the Navy department for five years' half pay,under tlh( provisions of' tile acts of Con-Tess of January 20, 1813, March 4, 1814, and April 10, 1818, which
relate to the iblject of'pensions to the OIrphl:ansI and widows of palrs'.ons slain ill the public or private armed
vessels of their United States. The D)epartnient has expr'esseCt an opinion that lietr claim does not come
within tile letter of those stnlattes. Tlie committees do not hesitate to explress an opinion that her claim is
clearly within the spirit an(l purpose of the laws referred to, and therefore report a bill to give her five
years' half pay, fromi thle navy pension fund.

The act of April 16, 1818, provides
" i' any officer, seaman, or marine shall have died, since January 18, 1812. ill consequence of accident or
casualty, which occurred while in the line of his duty, on board any public or private earned ship, leaving
a widow, she shall be allowed tue same monthly pay as if lie (lied of' pounds." The only doubt, in thejnind of the Secretary of the Navy, was, whether death in a prison of thl enlemy was the same as death
on board the ship.

The United States sloop-of-war Frolic, under the command of Master Commandant Joseph Bainbridge,
sailed on a cruise from Boston, on the 18th of February, 1814, and was captured near the coast of Cuba,
on the 20th of April following, by the British frigate Orpheus, Captain Hugh Pigot, and the British
schooner Shel burne, Lieut. hope.

Thle petitioner, Parniflld Green, late of the United States nDavy, respectfully sets forth:
That ill the yonr 1822 lie entered tile service of tile United States, ns ,l rllidshiplman, and continued

ill tile sai(l serviCe iiitih tilo 7th of l)ecemiber, 1827, wIlen lhe vas cashiered by the sentence of a collrt-
martial, beld at PhiladeluhiM.

The petitioller, COlIS'iOlls of his perfect ifilmocence of tile charges made against bim, and insistlng
1pO11 the entire Wailit of p)roof, suflicient to Convict hirn, and having ascertained that power over his8ce.
resides il tile legislative (leptlainont of the goVornlohont exclusively, prays. that Congrress xvill interftere
in his behalf, and for his relief, by authorizing the Prosidont to restore hini to his rank in tile navy, Or
stuch other relief as they may deein proper.
