Andal and Tamil
1. Andal’s  poetic interest is revealed that she quotes word 'padi' in 14 times of 30 songs of Tiruppavai.
 i) Paraman adi padi,ii). uthaman per padi, iii).vayinal padi, iv). kesavanai pada , v).padipparai kondu, vi).mugilvannan perpada,vii) . manathukkiiniyanai pada, viii) keerthimai pada, ix) .pangayakkannanai pada,x).  mayanai pada, xi) .thuyilezha pada,xii).maithunan per pada,xiii). selvamum sevagamum yam padi,xiv).  unthannai padi, 
 2. Andal is not only 'sudikkoutha nachiyar' but also 'padikkoutha nachiyar' through her 'Nachiyar Thirumozhi'. Nature of Abundence is also felt in her poems from the lines like 'Thingal mummari' 'muzhangai vazhivara,. Her 9th Nachiarthiumozhi ,  contains everything in hundreds as Nooru thada .
3. Andal has proved her scholarship in Tamil by introducing not only the local language of words like 'paiya' 'elle' 'ude' , and she handled carefully in some words like' Neyyunnom palunnom'. As people sometimes take liquids also like a solid food, she chose the word as not to drink, but not to eat and so he preferred the word 'Unnom' instead of 'kudiyom'.
 

4.Andal tells every people as "Vaiyathu vazhvirgal' ,'Selvachirumirgal' with an idea to greet everybody  happily and not at all in any accusing language such as 'sinners'. In her Nachiyar Thirumozhi also she states as 'Vengadathai pathiyaga vazhvirgal,',  .
The last words of every pasurams in Tiruppavai is found to be 'Neengatha selvam nirainthu,  Magizhnthu.pugazhnthu, kulirnthu, inbutru, etc, which denotes she is always for the prosperity of one and all.  

5. Andal gives importance to both men and women in her poems. In first poem, she tells Krishna as 'Nandagopan kumaran' first praising from fatherside, and immediately in the next line , she states from mother side as "Yasodai ilanchingam' . 

6. The present form of Tamil Archana system in Temples, is also introduced by Andal  only through her 'Andru ivvulagam alanthai adi POTRI' etc.  

7.Varanamayiram description of dream of marriage events right from fixing the date of wedding, is unique in her creative knowledge, depicted in 11 poems .The excellence of such is thus appreciated by all in rendering that on marriage days during Thengai uruttal. AS Vivaha Mantras are all in Sanskrit, people try to enjoy this occasion, as it is rendered in Tamil.  

 8. Tiruppavai enshrines in itself the finest truths of Vedanta. Kothai Thamizh is pennin thamizh sung by girl.
As Tiruppavai is considered as Vedamanaithukkum vithagum, ths is Tamil Vedanta. 

 Other Nalayira prabhandam pasuram are sung by male Azhwars with Nayaka Nayaki Bhavam or bridal mysticism.  (Considering them as female, and God as male) .
