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Maharshi Vyasa segregated the Vedas into four separate assemblages - viz., Rig, Yajur, Saama and Adharvana and explained their abundant philosophies through his Brahma Sutras.  The Tatvas known from the Brahma Sutras were further expressed by the Purvacharyas namely, Sri Sankara, Sri Madhva and Sri Ramanuja, who established philosophies of Advaita, Dvaita and Vishistadvaita, respectively.

 
That Para-tatva is SRIMAN NARAYANA. HE has got endless good qualities.  HE exists as Andharyami (inner existence) in all beings and as omnipresence (Vibu) without exception. HIS body (sareeram) consists of all animate and inanimate (Chetana and Achetana) and HE is the sole (Sareeri) of all animate and inanimate (Chetana and Achetana).  Bhagavat Ramanuja's Vishistadvaita philosophy exposes and establishes that Sriman Narayana is the Supreme Holder of all beings, HE appoints, HE commands and orders, and also HE is the one who awards all the wealth and happiness including the MOKSHA to his Bhakthas who propitiate HIM through their Bhakthi and Prabhathi (total surrender - Saranagathi).  This benevolence He showers on His followers has been shown and expounded by the Puranas, Ramayana and Mahabharatha and the Divya Prabhandams.  This in essence is Bhagavat Ramanuja's Vishistadvaita philosophy, and it is known as the religion of Sree Vaishnavas.

 
Now a day, the Puranas etc., in Tamil prose are helpful to those who only know Tamil and do not know Sanskrit.  But in these Tamil scripts written by other siddhanthis, the afore mentioned truths have been mostly hidden and mesmerizes the readers not to understand the real truth. Though all things are true and in existence, these publications state that all are non-existent and unreal, and thus cheat   and mislead the vaishnava readers.
 
In order to make understand the real meaning of our ancient scriptures and propagate the same, a Trust formed under the name "SATH SAMPRADHAYA" has come forward to publish these in simple Tamil prose, so that every Sri Vaishnava can easily understand and benefit. The Trust is registered under Regn No.496 / 08.  Donations from Aasthikas will be kept in Fixed Deposits as Corpus Fund, and interest accrued from these Deposits will be utilized to publish the books.  The job of preparing the text will be entrusted to various such Vidwans who are well proficient and learned in the field.  To meet out the cost of paper, printing charges and honorarium to compensate these Vidwans, all Philanthropists, Institutions and those who are well-to-do, should come forward and donate liberally.

 
The Trust's initial effort to publish Sreemad Bhagavatam in simple Tamil has been entrusted to Vidvan Sri U.Ve. Urupattur Rajagopalachariar Swami and this is a praiseworthy beginning.  This Swami has published in simple Tamil, books on Thiruvaradhana Kramam and Ashta Sloki, which have been well received, and are much commendable.

 
The zealous efforts of Sri Poundarikapuram Chakrapani Iyengar Swami through "SATH SAMPRADHAYA" Trust with his untiring approach, to get successful, all Sree Vaishnavas and Institutions should whole heartedly contribute their mite to the Corpus Fund of the Trust, and beget the KRIPA KADAKSHAM of the Divya Thampathis, and Maharshis.  With prarthanas to Purvacharyas  and Narayana Smaranam.
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
